Councillors must always represent local concerns and feelings (some doubt at
present!).

Need better information about candidates before election.

It may often be assumed that some vociferous minority represent the opinions
of the majority.

Youth Group/M8’s is now well established. Between 10 — 17 children attend
twice a month on a Friday Night in the Scout Hut.

Repeated requests for help
in the Parish magazine have been unsuccessful.

Please preserve the traditional and distinctive nature of the village, maintain
stone alls, narrow streets and mature houses. These are our heritage and our
future. Keep all new buildings and works in character. The paved area at
Rydons cross is studded with dangerous sharp stones which trip up
pedestrians and impede pushchairs etc. They are ugly and unnecessary and
we would like to see the area resurfaced and re-landscaped.

STOP building roadside concrete flower beds — more in keeping in a large
Town Hall Garden.

Put up displays and memorabilia of the history of the village i.e. Salmon
fishing boats, cider making equipment, farming equipment etc. History boards
of Gabriel Court and the Church etc. Make our village more interesting for
locals and visitors alike.

A plan of the Parish boundaries would have been helpful i.e. what IS the
Parish. Could we have some facts i.e. Population, demographics etc

Of most importance to us is the future development of Yalberton Valley which
would have a detrimental effect on the village. Street lighting is also important
to us. My husband is registered blind and to go out in the village at night is
impossible even to walk down our street is impossible at night.

High hedges obstructing sunlight — there should be no costs to householders
to enforce regulations.



We are fed up of hearing from the ‘parish councillors’ ‘Foreigners moving into
the village’ we find it offensive we pay our rates the same as everyone else!!
What can be done about mobile phone and TV signal reception in the village?
Can it be improved?

Since most cars going to Totnes and Paignton are not full. How about a
scheme for sharing or hitching (only with people you know in the village) If
people waited at a known place e.g. the village notice board and simply raised
a ‘Paignton’ or ‘Totnes’ sign up if they wanted a lift and could flag down
motorists they knew from the village to take them.

The emphasis of the questionnaire is aimed at parent/children very little
reference to the over 60’s who retire to the village — questions needed on
provision of local organisations and introduction to village life. Question on
personal involvement in the village i.e. Are you involved at present in an
organisation.

1. Closure of rural post offices is still in the agenda of Royal Mail. How
important is it for the Parish to retain this facility and what is the measure
of its use?

2. The churchyard is a finite space and might be full in the next 10/20 years.
If the Church Authorities decide they are not prepared to purchase extra
land (outside the village), it would be left to the Civil Authorities to make
extra provision but this might not be within the Parish. How important is it
to the respondents for any new cemetery to be within the Parish?

At the Public Meeting when the Developer’s plans for the development of the
Mapledene site were presented to the Parish, the point was made that almost
all the north-west, north and north-east sectors of the village were single
storey and it would be most unsatisfactory for a number of reasons for any
developments in or beyond those sectors to be two or more storeys. The
SHDC Director of Planning who was present, accepted this view and the
proposal for houses was withdrawn. In any future expansion of the village,
should this restriction be maintained?

Village Hall should join the “Village in Action” scheme to provide a range of
music for their programme.

We would like to see speed bumps from Rowes Farm down to Rydon Cross,
and from Flood Street to past the nursery. Both these stretches of road
experience speeding vehicles which are noisy and dangerous.

‘Best Kept Village?” While substantial improvements in the care and
appearance of the village occur spasmodically, two basic areas of local
concern remain inadequately addressed : Street cleaning / sweeping,
including removal of litter.
